Pizza Sales: Thanks to everyone who participated by selling or purchasing! This
fundraiser earned us $1,311.50. These funds will be put towards new computers for
the Pre/K and 1st/2nd grade classrooms.

Reverse Raffle/Silent Auction: Plans are continuing for the Reverse Raffle/Silent
Auction. It will be held Saturday, November 15, 2008 at Nazareth Hall. Tickets are still
on sale.

Several questions have aroused concerning the cost of the tickets. Here are a couple of
examples to help:
Two people are attending; there are a few of options:
e First option: Purchase two raffle tickets cost would be $100.00. There would be 2
meals and two chances in the raffle.
e Second option: Purchase one raffle ticket and one dinner ticket cost would be
$70.00. There would be 2 meals and one chance in the raffle.

FROM THE ST. LOUIS FINANCE COMMITTEE



| thought | would take a moment to update you on the parish finances. As you have
seen from the bulletin, the festival did quite well this year. Thanks go to the festival
committee for all their hard work and everyone who attended and supported St.
Louis.  Our Sunday collections are down just a little bit from where we had
budgeted (on average we need to be taking in $1730), but our student receipts are
higher than we had budgeted (by about $2000 at this time). And again many
thanks to all the donations to the blacktop.

Our really big push for making our budget this year is selling the convent. Please
continue to pray that someone will see the convent as a great home. Heating
season is around the corner. In another effort to try to save more money, the
committee authorized the purchase of programmable thermostats for all the rooms
in the school. This will allow better control of heating the school. Our second
truckload of propane is due during the first quarter of 2009. This will greatly affect
our cash flow during that time so we need to always keep that in our minds.

Following along with the heating theme, talks have resurfaced about the heating of
the storage shed and the old pipe organ. It has been brought to my attention that
this was a touchy subject 17 years ago, but now | think some realities must be
faced. In an effort to save money where ever we can, it seems unreasonable to
pay to heat the shed to keep the organ in good condition in case we ever raise the
money to rebuild it. The current funds that exist for that project only total $1,300.
That is enough to heat the building for 2 years. The estimates in 1991 to rebuild the
organ ranged from $9,000 to $25,000. | could only image what those costs would
be today.

From what we see there are several options. One is we keep the organ, but don’t
heat the shed. Two, see if someone in the parish is willing to donate $600 a year
towards heating costs of the shed so that we can keep the organ in a heated
environment. Three, see if someone in the parish would be willing to store the
organ at their place in a suitable environment. Four, we could try to find a buyer of
the organ. And finally five, donate the organ to the diocese or some other
organization.

The finance committee is recommending option 4 or 5, but is willing to listen to
anyone who has ideas. As a note, the estimated value if we would sell the organ is
only $1500.

These are tough times. And tough times require tough decisions. Please pray that
the Lord will guide the committee and our parish through these decisions.
