CLASSROOM NEWS 
P/K We have been enjoying the nice fall weather during this month of October. We 
have been studying the four seasons and observing the changes we see happening 
outside for the season of fall. We were also able to take some pumpkins outside to 
carve them into jack-o-lanterns. The children learned about red, yellow and green 
apples in the book, Apples and Pumpkins. They also made their own book to take 
home and read called All about Apples. They learned to make sets by finger painting 
apples on an apple tree worksheet. The children enjoyed eating some apples after they 
listened to the story about the little boy who was looking for a house with no doors or 
windows and a star inside.  Officer Reynolds from the Bowling Green Police 
Department came to our classroom to teach us about stranger danger safety. He 
brought posters along for us to look at and discuss different situations the children 
might find themselves in. I think we have probably started a new tradition in the 
preschool and kindergarten room this year, The Pumpkin Olympics! The children 
participated in pumpkin hockey, pumpkin bowling, pumpkin relay races, and the 
pumpkin hoop toss.

During the first two weeks, 
we took the Scantron test. It has been rewarding to see the students find out what they 
know, and see their motivation grow to learn what they don't know yet. We are very 
grateful for our new computers that enable us to keep up to date with the latest 
technology.  We enjoyed our cooking and fall art projects that we completed with Mrs. 
Fisher. A big thank you goes out to Mrs. Fisher for teaching crafts to our students!! In 
reading, we are working on our reading level books and building our comprehension. It 
has been a scary time in our room as well. The students have been writing scary 
stories and composing poems regarding pumpkins. We have been measuring objects 
in our   classroom and at home for our math work. Rounding and estimating numbers 
has been a challenge too. The students are working on their goal to make a two minute 
time test on their math facts. This will be possible when we become real friendly with 
our math flash cards at home and at school. In health, we finished the unit on the food 
pyramid. We made posters of the foods in the different food groups. Social studies 
have been exciting this month!! We have been reading about our national election in 
news articles, Time for Kids, and books on the voting process.  Our class is sponsoring 
the school election. We will be registering all St. Louis students and voting in our 
classroom on November 4th. The students hope that all of you will go to the polls and 
exercise our precious freedom to elect our nation's next president. Our class wishes 
everyone a Happy Harvest!!

5th & 6th Grade We have been busy studying plants and how they function. Ask your 
student how to remove chlorophyll from leaves – it’s any easy experiment to try at 
home.
