KROGERS COMMUNITY REWARDS PROGRAM 
  
Beginning May 1, 2009, Kroger’s is changing their Kroger’s Community 
Rewards Program.  St. Louis School will earn funds just by using the Kroger 
plus card instead of a specially designated Kroger gift card.  Each household 
will have to register online at a secure Kroger website using your assigned 
organization number.  After May 1 and after you have registered online, 
whenever you make a purchase at Kroger and use your Kroger Plus card, 
that purchase will contribute to our St. Louis rewards.  Then St. Louis will 
receive a reward check each quarter for all purchases that qualify for the 
rewards.  There are specific purchases that cannot be included in the 
rewards program:  alcohol, tobacco, government-assisted pharmacy 
expenses, postage stamps, Kroger gift cards and Green Dot Prepaid Cards, 
gift certificates, bottle deposits, lottery and promotional tickets, fuel, fuel 
center purchases, office services and Sales Tax.  Eligible pharmacy 
purchases include out-of-pocket co-pays for non-government-assisted 
pharmacy programs. 
  
Any dollar amounts presently on your Kroger gift card will still be eligible for 
the rewards but after May 1 your reloads on the gift cards will not be counted 
and you will then just be able to swipe your Kroger plus card after the 
registration has been done online.  Last year our school earned $2386 just 
from the Kroger’s program.  This is an easy fundraiser and doesn’t cost you 
any extra money.  Please take the time to register online so we can continue 
to benefit from this program.

·        You will then get a message to check your email inbox and click on the 
link within the body of the email.
