UPDATE ON PROPANE PURCHASE

As promised here is the final break down of our propane purchase. We are
purchasing a 9,000 gallon load today at $0.795/gallon. We are pre-buying a
10,000 gallon load for the January 2010 — March 2010 time frame for $.99 /
gallon. With the pre-buy, we only need to pay $.10 to $.20 / gallon to hold the
price and will pay the remaining when the fuel is delivered.

In total we will spend $17,055 on propane next year which will actually carry
us in to the following year. Now since I don’t know exact pre-buy prices are
area propane dealers, I am going to show 2 examples of how much we have
saved by having the tank. If the pre-buy price is $1.49 / gallon then we will
have saved $8,510. If the pre-buy price is $1.69 / gallon then we will have
saved $12,310.

As you can see there are considerable savings that the new tank provides.
