The president of each committee or another representative should be 
present for the Pastoral Council meetings.  The meetings will be open to 
anyone who is interested.  However, only the members of Pastoral Council 
will vote on any issues that might come up. 
 
This is a great challenge for those on council and Father Jeff as well as the 
parishioners of St. Louis and Immaculate Conception Parishes.  We bring 
this news to your attention as it will affect each and every one of us in various 
ways.  We respectfully request that everyone remain open minded and 
provide constructive feedback so that we may grow as a faith-filled 
community.  Finally, we ask for your patience; readiness and willingness to 
service, when called upon; and most importantly your prayers.
