Dear Members of the Diocese of Toledo, 
 The love of Christ be with you!  We are all aware of the many people who are 
hurting in this economy, the effects of which are also being felt in the church, not only in 
Toledo but nation wide. 
 Although contributions continue to trickle in to this year’s Annual Catholic Appeal 
(ACA) as they do every year, and are much appreciated, we have completed the active 
appeal process.  Cash and pledges now total $2,120,000, significantly short of our goal.  
Improved ACA results in 2008 were encouraging, but the economy this year has once 
again set us back. 
 In anticipation of what might happen with this year’s ACA given the economy, I 
approved a plan for greatly reducing the cost of the Catholic Chronicle.  Instead of a 
monthly home delivered paper it is now a bi-monthly parish delivered paper with enhanced 
internet availability.  I regret no longer being able to send a paper directly to every 
registered household.  However, by taking a smaller copy home from church twice a month 
you will help to realize considerable savings.  Staff reductions and reduced operating 
expenses at the Chronicle will save approximately $350.000 this fiscal year. 
 Over the last several years, adjustments have continually been made to the 
diocesan budget to reflect what the ACA actually brings in.  Soon after coming to Toledo I 
authorized significant cuts in diocesan personnel.  Much of what the diocese does is in 
support of parishes and schools, and this is very important to me.  However, fewer 
resources mean fewer people to carry on the activities of the diocese and of Catholic 
Charities, and to provide service to parishes, schools and other entities of our local Church. 
 In light of the ACA results this year, all compensation of diocesan personnel has 
been frozen at 2008 levels.  Difficult decisions have also been made regarding further staff 
reductions and the elimination or alteration of some ministry activity for now and the 
foreseeable future.  The most significant are the merger of the Lay Ministry Program with 
the Evangelization and Catechesis Office, and the elimination of the Stewardship Office 
and its service to parishes. 
 Diocesan expenses are also being reduced by innovations and economies in the 
way we carry out our activities.  In order to conduct all the legal business that goes with 
owning property, having employees and dealing with public entities, the diocese will now 
employ a part-time in-house legal council for legal research and oversight, significantly 
reducing legal fees. 
 As you know from your own households, small things add up.  We will also be 
saving money by eliminating the diocesan post office box and mail courier service, only 
using the street address of the Catholic Center and post office standard delivery and pick 
up of mail.  And we have eliminated the mailing of financial statements and invoices from 
the diocesan finance office, using only e-mail instead. 
 In closing let me express my deep gratitude to everyone who contributed to the 
2009 Annual Catholic Appeal.  And to those who are hurting financially, please know that 
diocesan entities like Catholic Charities and parishes too, will want to do what they can to 
be of help materially and spiritually.  Let us all continue to support and pray for one 
another, for our local communities and our country
