LETTER FROM BISHOP BLAIR: 
Dear Friend in Christ, 
 For many years now, like so many other pension funds nationally, our 
Diocesan Priests’ Retirement Fund has remained underfunded.  While this 
does not constitute a crisis, it is a serous concern over the long term.  There 
are currently 84 retired priests receiving a benefit, and 109 non-retired 
priests, so the ratio of retired to not-retired is quite high, and will continue to 
increase. 
 Oversight for the investments of the Priests’ Retirement Fund rests 
with our Diocesan Finance Council and its Investment Committee, made up 
of very capable professional lay men and women.  Good progress was being 
made toward improving the funding level.  As of June 30, 2008, the  
Retirement Fund was 81.51% funded.  However, a year later, as a result of 
the economic crisis, we were at 57.20%. 
 As the financial market improves, we certainly expect the funding level 
to improve.  Even so, it is essential that the annual contribution of new 
monies to the Priests’ Retirement Fund be increased.  Parishes are already 
contributing every year as part of a diocesan assessment.  However, after 
hearing from the Priests’ Retirement Board, the Presbyteral Council and the 
Deans, I have approved the introduction of a special collection to be taken up 
annually specifically for the benefit of our Priests’ Retirement Fund. 
Just as you, the Catholic people, have been generous in supporting the 
annual Retirement Collection for Religious Order of women and men each 
December, the hope is that you will be equally generous in contributing to the 
Retirement Fund of our own diocesan priests.  The collection this year will be 
taken up on the weekend of October 3-4. 
 I would also like to invite you to consider remembering our Priests’ 
Retirement Fund in your estate planning.  It can be as easy as designating 
the fund in a charitable gift annuity or will or as a beneficiary of an exiting life 
insurance policy.  The Diocesan Officer of Development can assist you in this 
process. 
 On behalf of all our priests, senior and active, I want to thank you for 
your consideration and for contributing as generously as you are able on 
October 3-4.
