PROPANE TANK UPDATE: 
As you may have noticed over the past month work has been done with the new propane tank.  At 
this time everything is complete except for the fence and we expect that in the next week or two.  I 
would like to show you the savings we are expecting from this project.  Shown here is a rough break 
down of costs and savings.  (The pre-buy price of $2.40 is an average of area prices).

Savings on First Two Transports  $ 10,603.00  
As you can see with our first two transports we were already able to recoup our project costs.  Next 
year we will start to see a savings of around $8,000 per year.  This is compared to what we would 
prebuy our propane and of course is dependant on what the market price is at the time we would 
buy.   
 

In an average year St. Louis uses around 15,000 gallons of propane.  Being that the tank can only 
hold 14,000 (80% of 18,000) and transports only come in 9,500 gallons, we will always need to be 
looking at the next order.  The way this works is to be watching our consumption to try to time a 
transport when we will need it.  We are able to lock in a price several months in advance to take 
delivery at a later date.  This is exactly how our second transport has been purchased.  We are 
planning on taking delivery in the 1

st
 quarter of 2009.  To hold the price we pay a down payment 

between 10 and 20 cents per gallon and the rest is due upon delivery.  I will be working on 
documenting this in more detail so that future decisions on when to buy propane should be easy. 
 

If anyone would like to have this explained to them in more detail, I would be glad to sit down with 
you. 
 

Finally, I would like to thank the Finance committee for their hard work and decision making in the 
past couple months.
