Solemnity of All Saints

Questions about Brothers. Continued from last week. Indeed 54 years ago last August 15 was the day of my profession as a 
Precious Blood Brother. Many changes have come about in those years, including our Catholic Church. My first place of ministry was 
at     St. Charles, Carthagena. Those living there at the time, about 25 Priests and 30 Brothers, active and retired. There might have 
been nearly 120 students in six different stages of formation. About 15 Precious Blood Sisters tried to keep us fed and our laundry 
clean. During those first four years, I did many different things including some time in the laundry. I was primarily on the farm and that 
included milking cows to pasteurizing milk, slaughtering beef, hogs and chickens, planting and harvesting everything including 
potatoes. In the winter I trucked coal from railcars to our coal bin. I trucked lots of stone for the new roads at St. Charles. All this time 
learning the Precious Blood spirit of prayer and community life was indeed the main part of our life. We were called monks by many 
outsiders. Life was shared very much as the early monks of the church.  
      Following those first years I moved to a place called Burkettsville, Ohio. It was where I had been for my year as a novice. Now I 
was returning to continue in the same ministry caring for our farm and all it contained. The ministry was the same, the number of 
residents much smaller. One class of students and about 15 priests and Brothers, some retired, lived there. About 6 or more Precious 
Blood Sisters took care of the cooking and laundry. 
      After three years I moved to Brunnerdale in Canton, Ohio. Again, my main ministry was caring for the farm and all that needed 
some of my attention. Next week, 25 years of a wonderful  
experience. Br. Jerry

CCD/Renew or Grade School CCD Classes---plus weekend Sunday Mass for all players, coaches and their families. Attendance at 
these sessions/ classes will be monitored and reviewed if necessary by the Parish Council. Any unexcused absence will be handled on 
an individual basis soon afterwards by the Parish Council and/or pastor. We kindly ask the cooperation of all concerned as we 
implement this church policy for the good of our parish. Notice change: Any non-Catholic youth living in our parish is eligible to play, 
but they must attend our parish CCD/ Renew & their Sunday service with their pastor’s signature that they attended each week during 
pre-season practice and games.
