Frequently Asked Questions: 
 

How much of the money raised through the AAA is spent 
on fundraising? 
 The Archdiocese spends 9% of the money on fund 
raising.  That is significantly lower than the national average of 
25%.  Ninety-one percent goes to fund the many programs that 
help so many in our community. 
Why does the Archdiocese close schools? 
 As the demographics change in the many towns within 
the four counties we serve, those moving out are the ones who 
sent their children to Catholic schools.  They are being replaced 
by those who do not share the same interest or the financial 
capability to send their children to Catholic schools.  Meanwhile, 
the cost of running the system has ballooned.  Priests and nuns, 
once the low-cost heart of the instructional corps, have largely 
been replaced with comparatively high-cost lay teachers. 
As enrollment declines so do the programs offered at the school. 
Such a situation is unhealthy for the educational wellbeing of the 
children we are called to serve, for children learn best when they 
are in a community that is growing and challenging.  Further, as 
good stewards, we are required to provide the best, and most 
affordable, education to the children we serve.  With a declining 
group of students, it was becoming impossible for us to provide 
parents with a stable and affordable tuition. 
Students from closing schools will be given the opportunity to 
attend nearby schools; thus, strengthening the schools that 
remain open. 
Does any of the money raised through the AAA go to pay
-off law suits? 
 We understand your concern regarding the use of your 
generous gift but please be assured that we can confidently 
state that any and all claims regarding this recent crises are fully 
insured through insurance companies representing the 
Archdiocese. 
If my parish goes well above our AAA goal this year does 
that mean our goal will increase next year? 
 No, the goals are based on offertory income.  The 2009 
goal is based on the reported offertory income for the year 
2007.  The 2010 goal will be based on the 2008 income. 
If the AAA funds priest retirement, why do we have a 
separate collection? 
 The AAA only funds part of the priest retirement costs.  
The rest is funded from the separate collection.  The 
Archdiocese has over 200 retired priests so it is costly but 
necessary.

A leper came to Jesus and kneeling down begged him and said, 
‘If you wish, you can make me clean.' Moved with pity, he 
stretched out his hand, touched him, and said to him, ‘I do will 
it. Be made clean.' The leprosy left him immediately, and he 
was made clean.” 
    Mark 1:40—42 
 
What I find so amazing about this passage from today’s Gospel 
is the tremendous faith of the man with leprosy.  When we read 
accounts of Jesus’ miracles, especially the healings He 
performs, Jesus will often times say “Your faith has healed 
you.” 
 This past Tuesday our Confirmation candidates 
focused on faith and the symbol of light, how that symbol 
pertains to our Catholic tradition and understanding of the Holy 
Spirit. In our Catholic tradition we have a beautiful prayer, an 
invocation of the Holy Spirit called Veni, Sancte Spiritus  
translated Come Holy Spirit: 
 Come, Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of Thy faithful and 
enkindle in them the fire of Thy love. 
V. Send forth Thy Spirit and they shall be created. 
R. And Thou shalt renew the face of the earth. 
Let us pray. O God, Who didst instruct the hearts of the faithful 
by the light of the Holy Spirit, grant us in the same Spirit to be 
truly wise, and ever to rejoice in His consolation. Through 
Christ our Lord. Amen. 
 If prayed in a group the leader would begin the prayer, 
all would respond at the “R” desigantion, then when the leader 
says, “Let us pray.” All would pray the final verse together. 
This prayer reminds us that it is the Holy Spirit, Who 
enlightens our faith, brings clarity to our minds.  It is also the 
Spirit, Who ignites that spark of God’s love in us. It was that 
spark that gave the 4 teens and the 4 adults the desire to go last 
Saturday and assist at St. Lucy’s homeless shelter.  It is that 
spark that ignites our parish community in its various 
ministries. 
Something to Think About:  The flame of a candle is often 
used in mediation to help focus.  Children really get excited 
with it as well.  A terrific family activity is to gather at table for 
a family prayer to close the day.  Place a candle in the middle, 
light it and begin the Holy Spirit prayer, after allow everyone 
to offer a pettion, “I’d like to pray for…,” close with an Our 
Father or a Hail Mary.  This daily activity can give your family 
a wonderful new focus.
