LENTEN SCRIPTURE REFLECTION 
As the holy season of Lent draws to a close, 

we invite you to a special evening of prayer with the 
Sacred Scriptures. We will gather for an hour to listen 
to the Scriptures and meditate on them silently. 
There’s no pressure to “share,” but simply an 
invitation to reflect in silence together on God’s holy 
word. It will take place in the rectory chapel 
Wednesday April 1 at 8 p.m. 
 This ancient form of prayer is called lectio 
divina. This ancient way of praying is not just for 
monks and nuns – and can easily be adapted by you 
in your own busy life. We will listen to a Lenten 
Gospel and reflect on it in silence. It sounds so simple 
– and yet … Ask yourself: how much silence do you 
have in your day – or in your life? Ask yourself also if 
you could use an hour in these days before Holy Week 
to refocus on what this time of year is really all about.
