This past Tuesday, the Confirmation candidates discussed
forgiveness and its importance in the faith journey. The
candidates learned of the value of the examination of
conscience and why we have the penitential rite in mass. The
faith journey may get difficult. We may make mistakes; we
may be on the receiving end of the mistakes of others. We all
need forgiveness and healing. When we come to mass, God
does not ask us to bring just our good selves. We are asked to
bring all of us, and to offer ourselves completely. A humble
heart will allow us to see how God guides us in “the dying”
process that leads to great fruit. Without God’s guidance the
process can lead into a spiral of resentment and hurt.

Something to Think About: Sometimes, what we are asked
to sacrifice is our pride. Forgiveness requires that. Share a
story of forgiveness with one another and how it has lead
healing and joy.
