LENT 2009: A Season to Change Our Hearts 
This Lent we had the opportunity to participate in our 

special weekly prayer intentions distributed at Mass. Many of 
you have told me stories about how these prayers touched you, 
challenged you, brought you deeper into prayer. Now, in the 
Easter Season, here are they are once again – as a possibility 
for our ongoing prayer!  

First Week of Lent: “This week I will call to mind 
those who have hurt me and pray for them daily.”

In the Gospel of John the last supper concludes with 
Jesus praying for his disciples, that they may share in the 
oneness Jesus enjoys with the Father.  This past Tuesday was 
our last catechetical class for the confirmation candidates.  
They read this prayer; replacing the pronouns with their own 
names, so that they may see that Jesus’s prayer is for all 
disciples, even to this day.   Is their any greater goal for the 
Christian, for the human person, than union with God?  

In the midst of struggles, we can rest in Him.  As 
Catholics, we can experience each day the fulfillment of 
Jesus’s prayer those many years ago.  For many of us Sunday 
is our opportunity to enter literally in the fulfillment of the 
prayer as we consume Christ in Eucharist, in Communion!  
May we recognize, that by the power of the  
Holy Spirit, Who sealed us in our faith in Confirmation, we are 
joined to Christ, that we may die to self and live in Him! 
 
 Something to Think About: Sunday is a day of celebration, 
because it is the day we remember the Resurrection.  A nice 
tradition is to treat a friend or family to something, ice cream, 
lunch.  And when asked what is the occasion, simply reply,

This is a very busy and exciting time for the families and 
children of our parish.  During Holy Week many of our 
families participated in special events to mark the time.  On 
Palm Sunday the older students including those in High School 
led the Parish in prayer and song at the Annual Living Stations 
of the Cross.  As usual this was a very moving and engaging 
spiritual experience. Later in the week, many families 
participated in the Holy Thursday Mass of the Lord’s Supper.  
Several children had their feet washed at Mass and joined in 
the procession to the chapel for Adoration of the Blessed 
Sacrament. Good Friday is always an exceptional day as all the 
churches of Allendale join together at 12:00 noon to pray the 
Stations of the Cross together. This outdoor experience was an 
ideal situation for families with children to participate in the 
liturgy of Good Friday. 
 
In the coming weeks there will be several Masses to wrap up 
the Religious Ed year.  Next Tuesday at 7:30 the 6th and 7th 
grade will celebrate Mass together and on Tuesday, April 21st 
our little ones in the Tuesday afternoon classes will have a 
closing Mass at 3:45 in the church.

 The Paschal Mystery is the key to our Christian 
faith: the dying and rising of Jesus that is the pattern of 
our life. In their first steps on the road of faith, the 
catechumens feel the cross of glory traced over their 
eyes, on their lips, across their shoulders, on their ears, 
over their heart, and on their feet. The mystery is that 
even death gives way to life for those who are held in the 
embrace of Jesus. Today, many new Christians arise 
from the waters of the font. Yet the font is not the 
destination of their journey. The goal is Pentecost, fifty 
days from now, and a lifetime of praise to the Father, in 
Christ, in the embrace of the Holy Spirit, for the sake of 
the world. “Neophyte,” our ancient word for newly-
baptized people, means “newly-planted” in Greek. If 
someone in your parish has just been baptized, welcome 
them today. The smiles on their faces and the light in the 
eyes is a foretaste of heaven.
