“The disciples rejoiced when they saw the Lord. Jesus said to 
them again, ‘Peace be with you. As the Father has sent me, so I 
send you.’ And when he had said this, he breathed on them and 
said to them, ‘Receive the Holy Spirit. Whose sins you forgive 
are forgiven them, and whose sins you retain are retained.’” 
     - John 20:20b–23  
 
This passage is from the evening of the Resurrection.  We need 
only remember back to last week’s readings for the Triduum to 
remember what the disciples had done to Jesus the last time 
they saw Him.  I wonder how I would have reacted had if I 
were them.  The last time they saw Jesus, they had abandoned 
Him, and now they rejoice.  Was it because they thought they 
had a second chance? On this feast of the Divine Mercy, I 
believe that when Jesus genuinely wished them the disciples 
peace. They knew He still loved them; they knew He had 
forgiven them.   
In that moment of forgiveness, He offers them the peace that 
comes from forgiveness by sending them out to forgive others.  
I imagine that what makes it so hard to forgive others after 
they’ve betrayed us is the doubting of their love and the fear of 
another heartbreak.  Never in my life have I encountered a 
situation, where holding back forgiveness ever benefited 
anyone.  I find it easiest to forgive, when I have been forgiven.  
On this Divine Mercy let us rejoice in God’s forgiveness and 
be just as generous to those, “who trespass against us.” 
 
Something to Think About: I love receiving the sacrament of 
reconciliation.  I always feel better afterward.  This Saturday at 
4:30 would be a great time to come to the church with your 
family to receive the sacrament.  Afterward ask your children 
to think of someone that they may need to forgive, and 
encourage them to do just that. You may want to get the ball 
rolling.

The economic downturn has resulted in downsizing, 
layoffs and pay cuts that have created emotional and 
financial insecurity for many families in our community. 
But it is said that when one door closes another opens, 
and it is in this spirit that the Allendale Clergy Association 
announces the formation of a career development group 
we are calling Opening Doors. Opening Doors seeks 
to provide both a venue for peer support and networking 
as well as practical job search resources for those who 
are either in transition or seeking to rejoin the workforce. 
Opening Doors will provide resources both for those who 
seek a communal face-to-face setting, and for those who 
would prefer to access them from home. The face-to-
face setting will take place at a weekly meeting on 
Wednesday mornings from 9:30-11:30 at Highlands 
Presbyterian Church, located at 270 Franklin Turnpike, 
and all are welcome.  
 
The first Wednesday of each month will begin with a 
specific career development topic such as: 

Self/career assessment,  
Resume/cover letter writing,  
Interviewing skills and  
Tutorials on networking sites, e.g., LinkedIn.
