Gospel Acclamation

The Gospel reading is so vital to our
understanding of salvation and to our
worship that we stand up and greet it
with a burst of song.
The bright and wonderful Hebrew word alleluia, mean-
ing “praise God,” is the cry used to herald this reading
on most Sundays of the year.
In keeping with the sobriety of Lent, however, we
change to a more subdued acclamation during that
season.
Given the joyful nature of the Gospel acclamation, it is
never spoken but always sung. If it cannot be sung, it
is omitted.
