I was just at a baptism ten minutes from here in 
Washington Township.  I listened as the priest 
encouraged both sets of parents and godparents to let this 
be a true beginning for the boy and girl being baptized.  
He encouraged all attending to set the right example for 
these young ones.  When I think of the task of being a 
father, I wonder what its purpose?  On this weekend, who 
are we celebrating?  When I read this verse above it is 
clear to me.  What is the greatest gift a father can give to 
his children? Some will say the best, whatever that is.  
Some may say a safe future, a happy one with much joy.  
I say Jesus.  What greater peace can there be than to 
know that God is with our children.  If we and they both 
know that salvation is theirs then the concerns of this 
world, the malice that lay beyond the borders of our reach 
and protection loses its grip on us and our children.  Be a 
faithful disciple.  And when you walk, walk firmly ahead 
of your children, that the imprint of your footsteps may 
be seen.  This way they will know the proper path to take, 
and they will always have the beautiful challenge of 
growing into those footsteps.
