Who are you? Is it your job that defines you? Is it your school
that defines you? These are all variables that change, so if we
change our careers or transfer to a different school are we no
longer the same persons? What is we lose our job or realize
that this structure of schooling does not work for u, have we
lost ourselves? There are things that can change, and those
changes affect us, but they do not define us. In truth there is
only one thing that can define you, and you have no control
over it, it is your flesh. Who is your father? Where do you
belong? 1 speak to hundreds of youths each year from all
walks of life. I remind them that the first temptation was for
Adam & Eve to deny, who they were and desire to be
something else. We live in a culture bombarding us with
notions that, who we are is not enough; we need to buy this, or
take this pill, or get this procedure. In a world of 45% divorce,
many single parents, and cosmetic procedures abound, when
we look in the mirror, who are we suppose to recognize the
person reflecting back?

There is nothing you can buy to speed up the process of self-
discovery. It requires a relationship; it requires a large sacrifice.
The relationship is with the Father, Whose image you bear. It
will take time to come to know Him again, to come to trust
Him again. And it will take sacrifice, to die to the person we
have allowed this world to fool us into becoming, that we may
accept our baptismal identity as Children of God.

Something to Think About: 1 was with my brother and his
children the other day and his daughter said to me, “This is
ours,” meaning her brother and father. I remarked that it was
her dad’s and asked her if she was saying that anything of her
dad’s belonged to her as well. She replied, “Yes!” I explained
that that is what it is to have and inheritance, and there is
comfort in that. Then I asked, “Do you believe that you’re a
daughter of God??” “She said, “Yes!” So I asked her, “Then
what belongs to you?” I could see my 9 year-old niece’s face
enter into wonder and awe; it was a blessing.

Basketball... the 21 annual Green Knights Basketball Camp
will run in three separate sessions: July 13-17; July 20-24; and
July 27-31.
