GUARDIAN ANGEL PARISH PRAYS
WITH THE “ELIJAH CUP”

Pope Benedict XVI has declared a “Year for Priests,” which
began on the Solemnity of the Sacred Heart of Jesus on June
19, 2009. The “Year for Priests” is intended to be a time for
priests to be renewed in their unity with Christ and zeal in
their ministry. It is intended to be a time for the whole
Church to pray especially for priests — that they may be good
and faithful in the vocation to which God has called them —
and to pray for increase in vocations to the priesthood.

Here at Church of the Guardian Angel, we have embarked on
a special prayer program known as “Elijah Cup.” The
purpose of the Elijah Cup, a consecrated chalice, is to
provide a focal point for prayer. Each weekend at one Mass
the priest will use the Elijah Cup as the chalice. After the
Prayer after Communion, he calls a family, individual, or
couple forward to receive the Elijah Cup. They take the cup
home, putting it in a place of honor. Each day for a week,
during prayer time (morning, bedtime or at meals), they pray
for an increase and perseverance of vocations. The following
Sunday they return the Elijah Cup with the gifts of bread and
wine at the Offertory.

This weekend at the 10:00 am Mass Carolyn Blake
is presenting the Elijah Cup. It will be given to the Hogue
family for this week’s prayer. They will return it next
weekend at the 7:30 am Mass. If you would like to take a
turn with the Elijah Cup in your home for a week, please
contact Irene Nayden (201) 327-0352, who coordinates the
schedule.

Daily Mass is moved to the CHURCH June 25
through July 10. We return to the chapel on Monday
July 13.

All are invited to come and pray the
Rosary this Monday (July 6th) at 7:30
in the Church.

What a wonderful passage to reflect on this weekend as we
also keep in mind the struggle for this nation’s
independence. Each of us has a cross to bear, and through
those crosses, we encounter the grace that sanctifies us. On
Monday, the children in Angel Wings learned what grace is,
God’s free gift of His life-giving spirit to us. Each day His
grace pours over us, but will we respond to it? Will grace
move us to action over injustices? Next weekend our ten
missionaries will fly to Yakima, Washington to enter into
the work of social justice. They will go in response to the
grace God pours into them. This weekend we celebrate a
courageous declaration of independence from injustices we
believed were too much to bear, and so we named our
rights: Life, Liberty, and the pursuit of Happiness. Yet as
we celebrate our independence, will God’s grace move our
hearts to hear the voices of the silenced, those who remain
stripped of life by the scourge of abortion. Over 40 million
children have been silenced by the notion that a child is
someone else’s property, rather than a gift of God. How
many times in our history will we claim human life to be
“chattel?” How many times will we place a derogatory
label on another human being, so that we can inflict
barbarism on them? I pray that one day our celebration will
be a true celebration of independence for all.

Something to Think About: Even though it is summer, life
is still moving pretty quickly, summer camps, sports camps,
vacations — life gets busy quickly. As we visit friends and
family, let’s take a moment to share with someone we care
about the blessing his/her life is in our own lives.

Indulgence During the Year for Priests

During the ‘Year for Priests,” the faithful may gain a plenary
indulgence under the usual conditions (i.e. sacramental Con-
fession, freedom from all attachment to sin, Eucharistic
Communion, and prayer for the intentions of the Holy Fa-
ther) if they devotedly attend Mass and offer prayers to Jesus
Christ, supreme and eternal Priest, for the priests of the
Church, or perform any good work to sanctify and mould
them to His Heart:

o on the opening and closing days of the Year for
Priests (6/19/09 & 6/11/10),

. on the 150th anniversary of the death of St. John
Vianney (August 4),

on the first Thursday of the month, or on any other day cho-
sen by the individual when visiting the Cathedral Basilica,
Newark, and offering prayers for the sanctification of the
priests of the world.

The elderly, the sick and all those who for any legitimate
reason are unable to leave their homes, may still obtain a
Plenary Indulgence if, with the soul completely removed
from attachment to any form of sin and with the intention of
observing, as soon as they can, the usual three conditions,
"on the days concerned, they pray for the sanctification of
priests and offer their sickness and suffering to God through
Mary, Queen of the Apostles."

A partial indulgence is offered to all faithful each time they
pray five times the Our Father, Hail Mary and Glory to the
Father, or any other duly approved prayer "in honor of the
Sacred Heart of Jesus, to ask that priests maintain purity and
sanctity of life."

Reflections on Stewardship
As the Lord spoke to me, the spirit entered me and set
me on my feet, and I heard the one who was speaking say
to me, “Son of man, I am sending you...”-Ezekiel 2:2-3
God sends each of us to do some special work for Him.
And, He gives us all the talents that we need to do that
work.
