          YEAR OF THE PRIEST 
 
Pope Benedict declared the year of 
the priest which began on June 19th.  
The Church will honor Saint John 
Vianney, the Cure of Ars, Patron of 
Parish Priests. 
 
 

St. John Vianney, Priest Feast Day—August 4th, universally 
known as the “Cure of Ars,” St. John Mary Vianney was 
ordained a priest in 1815.  Three years later he was made 
parish priest of Ars, a remote French hamlet, where his 
reputation as confessor and director of souls made him known 
throughout the Christian world.  His life was one of extreme 
mortification. 
Accustomed to the most severe austerities, beleaguered by 
swarm of penitents, and besieged by the devil, this great 
mystic manifested an imperturbable patience.  He was a 
wonderworker loved by the crowd, but he retained a childlike 
simplicity, and he remains to this day the living image of the 
priest after the heart of Christ. 
He heard confessions of people from all over the world for 
sixteen hours each day.  His life was filled with works of 
charity and love.  It is recorded that even the staunchest of 
sinners were converted at his mere word.  He died August 4, 
1859, and was canonized May 31, 1925. 

 
Archdiocesan Celebration of Year for Priests 

August 4, 2009, marks the 150th anniversary of the death of 
the Cure d’Ars, Saint John Vianney, who the Pope intends to 
proclaim as patron of all priests of the world.  In so doing the 
Holy Father wishes to make the importance of the priest’s role 
and mission in the Church and in contemporary society ever 
more clearly perceived. 
In observance of this extraordinary occasion, a celebration of 
evening prayer from the Liturgy of the Hours has been planned 
for Tuesday evening, August 4, 2009 at 7 pm in the Cathedral 
Basilica, Newark. 
At the conclusion of the evening prayer there will be a 
procession to the cathedral shrine of Saint John Vianney where 
the prayers to gain the plenary indulgence available on this 
occasion will be recited.  Please take advantage of this 
opportunity to pray for your priests and the priests  of the 
world.

ASSUMPTION OF THE BLESSED VIRGIN MARY 
This year the Solemnity of the Assumption falls on a 
Saturday, which means that in the United States it is not 
a Holy Day of Obligation. Our parish normally does not 
have a Saturday morning Mass, and no Mass will be 
held here the morning of August 15. The August 15 5:30 
Mass remains the Vigil Mass for the 20th Sunday in 
Ordinary Time.

For what do we labor?  In an environment where it seems 
that the worker does more for less compensation, while 
others struggle to find work, the question arises to the 
forefront of our thoughts. If we work for “stuff” for the 
riches of this world, it will pull us into a cycle of need for 
the perishables that cannot be satisfied.   
 
In our church constitution, Lumen Gentium (Light of the 
World) we find that work is actually a means of holiness. 
When we work to glorify God, it is not the end product that 
is valued, but the work itself, the exercise of our gifts. Does 
the way we labor reflect the dignity of who we are, and can 
we better understand our own dignity in our labor? Our 
culture is often about short-cuts and removal of sacrifice, 
but it is actually in sacrifice that we find value.  Our own 
lives could have ended without the sacrifice of our mothers’ 
labor.  May our work glorify God and make real His 
kingdom on Earth. St. Joseph the Worker, pray for us! 
 
Something to Think About: Children can enter into 
stewardship as well! Encourage them to sacrifice some 
lunch money or allowance, per day or week, then at the end 
of the week they can purchase a donation item or put the 
money into the Sunday collection.

Indulgence During the Year for Priests 
 

During the ‘Year for Priests,’ the faithful may gain a ple-
nary indulgence under the usual conditions (i.e. sacramental 
Confession, freedom from all attachment to sin, Eucharistic 
Communion, and prayer for the intentions of the Holy Fa-
ther) if they devotedly attend Mass and offer prayers to Je-
sus Christ, supreme and eternal Priest, for the priests of the 
Church, or perform any good work to sanctify and mould 
them to His Heart: 
•  on the opening and closing days of the Year for           

 Priests (6/19/09 & 6/11/10), 
•  on the 150th anniversary of the death of  
 St. John Vianney (August 4), 
on the first Thursday of the month, or on any other day cho-
sen by the individual when visiting the Cathedral Basilica, 
Newark, and offering prayers for the sanctification of the 
priests of the world. 
  
The elderly, the sick and all those who for any legitimate 
reason are unable to leave their homes, may still obtain a 
Plenary Indulgence if, with the soul completely removed 
from attachment to any form of sin and with the intention of 
observing, as soon as they can, the usual three conditions, 
"on the days concerned, they pray for the sanctification of 
priests and offer their sickness and suffering to God through 
Mary, Queen of the Apostles." 
  
A partial indulgence is offered to all faithful each time they 
pray five times the Our Father, Hail Mary and Glory to the 
Father, or any other duly approved prayer "in honor of the 
Sacred Heart of Jesus, to ask that priests maintain purity 
and sanctity of life." 

GUARDIAN ANGEL PARISH PRAYS  
WITH THE “ELIJAH CUP” 

 
Pope Benedict XVI has declared a “Year for Priests,” 
which began on the Solemnity of the Sacred Heart of 
Jesus on June 19, 2009. The “Year for Priests” is in-
tended to be a time for priests to be renewed in their 
unity with Christ and zeal in their ministry. It is intended 
to be a time for the whole Church to pray especially for 
priests – that they may be good and faithful in the voca-
tion to which God has called them – and to pray for in-
crease in vocations to the priesthood. 
Here at Church of the Guardian Angel, we have em-
barked on a special prayer program known as “Elijah 
Cup.” The purpose of the Elijah Cup, a consecrated chal-
ice, is to provide a focal point for prayer. Each weekend 
at one Mass the priest will use the Elijah Cup as the chal-
ice. After the Prayer after Communion, he calls a family, 
individual, or couple forward to receive the Elijah Cup. 
They take the cup home, putting it in a place of honor. 
Each day for a week, during prayer time (morning, bed-
time or at meals), they pray for an increase and persever-
ance of vocations. The following Sunday they return the 
Elijah Cup with the gifts of bread and wine at the Offer-
tory.

JOIN THE ALTAR SERVERS 
Attention those entering 4th grade, 5th 
grade and older: you are now eligible to 
become an altar server here at Guardian 
Angel parish! 
 Serving at weekend Mass is very 

special, and you have probably noticed we have many young 
people in this ministry – from 4th grade up through high 
school!  It is an important responsibility, and a wonderful 
way to serve God and the Church! 
 All altar servers receive training, and the robe you 
will wear at Mass is provided by the parish, so there is no 
cost involved.  We just ask that you exercise this ministry 
with prayer and care. There are two altar servers assigned 
at each Mass and generally are scheduled to serve once or 
twice a month. 
 Training for new servers is coming soon! The co-
ordinator of altar server ministry, Mr. Patrick Donahue, will 
teach you about serving at weekend Mass.
