The Gospel for the past few weeks and for the following
three will cover the entire sixth chapter of the Gospel of
John. This chapter is also known as the Bread of Life
Discourse. At the end of last week’s Gospel Jesus claims
Himself as the Bread of Life. Today, we see the crowd’s
reaction. “Is this not Jesus, the son of Joseph? Do we not
know his father and mother? Then how can he say, ‘I have
come down from heaven’?” If we dare call ourselves
Catholics, we are professing that we have been drawn to
Christ by the Father. Is there anyone among us, who would
have the courage to spread the Gospel? Maybe it is by
inviting a friend to mass or encouraging family to return to
the church or receive her sacraments. And if our
discipleship calls us to friends and family, who will we be
received? Will they dismiss us as the people do Jesus in
today’s Gospel, because they “know” us. Will this be
enough to stop us from the mission we bound ourselves to in
our Confirmation?

Something to Think About: God speaks through His Word
Made Flesh, Jesus. Often times it is God speaking to us
through other people, haphazard conversations with family,
friends, whom we have ‘“known” for some time. Will we
recognize His voice or stumble on our own knowledge?

GUARDIAN ANGEL PARISH PRAYS
WITH THE “ELIJAH CUP”

Pope Benedict XVI has declared a “Year for Priests,” which
began on the Solemnity of the Sacred Heart of Jesus on June
19, 2009. The “Year for Priests” is intended to be a time for
priests to be renewed in their unity with Christ and zeal in their
ministry. It is intended to be a time for the whole Church to
pray especially for priests — that they may be good and faithful
in the vocation to which God has called them — and to pray for
increase in vocations to the priesthood.

Here at Church of the Guardian Angel, we have embarked on a
special prayer program known as “Elijah Cup.” The purpose of
the Elijah Cup, a consecrated chalice, is to provide a focal
point for prayer. Each weekend at one Mass the priest will use
the Elijah Cup as the chalice. After the Prayer after Commun-
ion, he calls a family, individual, or couple forward to receive
the Elijah Cup. They take the cup home, putting it in a place of
honor. Each day for a week, during prayer time (morning, bed-
time or at meals), they pray for an increase and perseverance
of vocations. The following Sunday they return the Elijah Cup
with the gifts of bread and wine at the Offertory.

This weekend at the 10:00 am Mass the Jones family is pre-
senting the Elijjah Cup. It will be given to the Capua family
for this week’s prayer. They will return it next weekend at the
11:30 am Mass.
