ASSUMPTION OF THE BLESSED VIRGIN MARY
This year the Solemnity of the Assumption falls on a
Saturday, which means that in the United States it is
not a Holy Day of Obligation. Our parish normally
does not have a Saturday morning Mass, and no
Mass will be held here the morning of August 15. The
August 15th 5:30 Mass remains the Vigil Mass for the
20th Sunday in Ordinary Time. Our offertory envelope
company did send out envelopes for the Assumption.

“For my flesh is true food, and my blood is true drink.
Whoever eats my flesh and drinks my blood remains in me
and I in him.”

- John 6:55-56

When reading the bible, sometimes it is difficult to decipher
when scripture is allegoric or literal. Today’s Gospel is not
one of those instances. We know this, because the people
specifically question Christ about “[giving] us his flesh to
eat.” Jesus repeats the Bread of Life Doctrine over and over
again. Our Catholic faith has never departed from the belief
that the Eucharist is true flesh and blood, food and drink of
Jesus Christ.  He is the perfect Sacrament.  The
sanctification that began in our baptism continues daily.
Coming to mass as One Body, we take in Christ, that He
may remain in us, that we may be sanctified and renewed.
Just as in last week’s reading where Elijah needed to eat for
energy enough to begin his forty day journey, we must eat
the flesh of Jesus, for grace enough to glorify Him in our
labors for the coming week.

Something to Think About: Children always look to be
included. Many times at mass it is difficult for them to feel
a part of the Body. But if we prepare them in advance,
challenge them to accomplish a task, then they will be
excited to participate. Challenge your children to remember
to bow before receiving the body and the blood. Let them
know that it is because we believe that the Eucharist is truly
Christ present.

GUARDIAN ANGEL PARISH PRAYS
WITH THE “ELIJAH CUP”

Pope Benedict XVI has declared a “Year for Priests,” which
began on the Solemnity of the Sacred Heart of Jesus on June
19, 2009. The “Year for Priests” is intended to be a time for
priests to be renewed in their unity with Christ and zeal in their
ministry. It is intended to be a time for the whole Church to
pray especially for priests — that they may be good and faithful
in the vocation to which God has called them — and to pray for
increase in vocations to the priesthood.

Here at Church of the Guardian Angel, we have embarked on a
special prayer program known as “Elijah Cup.” The purpose of
the Elijah Cup, a consecrated chalice, is to provide a focal
point for prayer. Each weekend at one Mass the priest will use
the Elijah Cup as the chalice. After the Prayer after Commun-
ion, he calls a family, individual, or couple forward to receive
the Elijah Cup. They take the cup home, putting it in a place of
honor. Each day for a week, during prayer time (morning, bed-
time or at meals), they pray for an increase and perseverance
of vocations. The following Sunday they return the Elijah Cup
with the gifts of bread and wine at the Offertory.

This weekend at the 11:30 am Mass the Capua family is pre-
senting the Elijah Cup. It will be given to the Greenan family
for this week’s prayer. They will return it next weekend at the
5:30 am Mass.
