











“As a result of this, many of his disciples returned to their
former way of life and no longer accompanied him. Jesus
then said to the Twelve, “Do you also want to leave?”
Simon Peter answered him, “Master, to whom we shall go?
You have the words of eternal life. We have come to believe
and are convinced that you are the Holy One of God.”
- John 6:66-69

Just a few passages earlier, thousands were surrounding
Jesus and he fed them all. Yet now, most leave because,
though their physical senses are witnesses to the miracle of
the multiplication of loaves, their hearts will not allow them
to believe the greater miracle of the Eucharist. This is the
central teaching of the Catholic Church, it is the source and
summit of our faith. Many people are challenged by the
teachings of the Church and as a result leave, yet every
single time life experience and history will always reveal the
teaching to be Truth.

On July 25, 1968, Pope Paul VI released the papal
encyclical Humanae Vitae (On the Regulation of Human
Birth. Many left the Church, because of her stance on
contraception. Yet if we read the document, we will find
that the rationale it provides has come to be prophet for our
age. The teachings of the Church may leave us saying “This
saying is hard; who can accept it?” but for those, who
recognize the Bread of Life, by the authority of the One
Who teaches His bride, the Church, the teachings help us
endure the times and rise above the rubble.

GUARDIAN ANGEL PARISH PRAYS
WITH THE “ELIJAH CUP”

Pope Benedict XVI has declared a “Year for Priests,” which
began on the Solemnity of the Sacred Heart of Jesus on June
19, 2009. The “Year for Priests” is intended to be a time for
priests to be renewed in their unity with Christ and zeal in their
ministry. It is intended to be a time for the whole Church to
pray especially for priests — that they may be good and faithful
in the vocation to which God has called them — and to pray for
increase in vocations to the priesthood.

Here at Church of the Guardian Angel, we have embarked on a
special prayer program known as “Elijah Cup.” The purpose of
the Elijah Cup, a consecrated chalice, is to provide a focal
point for prayer. Each weekend at one Mass the priest will use
the Elijah Cup as the chalice. After the Prayer after
Communion, he calls a family, individual, or couple forward
to receive the Elijah Cup. They take the cup home, putting it in
a place of honor. Each day for a week, during prayer time
(morning, bedtime or at meals), they pray for an increase and
perseverance of vocations. The following Sunday they return
the Elijah Cup with the gifts of bread and wine at the
Offertory.

This weekend at the 5:30 pm Mass, the Greenan family is
presenting the Elijah Cup. It will be given to the Burney
family for this week’s prayer. They will return it next
weekend at the 5:30 am Mass.
