“He began to teach them that the Son of Man must suffer 
greatly and be rejected by the elders, the chief priests, and the 
scribes, and be killed, and rise after three days.  He spoke this 
openly. Then Peter took him aside and began to rebuke him. At 
this he turned around and, looking at his disciples, rebuked 
Peter and said, “Get behind me, Satan. You are thinking not as 
God does, but as human beings do.” 

- Mark 8:27-35 
 
I have always felt sorry for Peter here; he responds so humanly 
to suffering.  The Gospel of Mark is the briefest Gospel.  It is 
assumed to have been written first in full expectation of the 
return of Christ at any moment.  With the realization that the 
return of Christ may not be in the present lifetime, the Gospel 
of Matthew details a bit more.  In that account, we are given 
Peter’s rebuke: “Then Peter took him aside and began to 
rebuke him, “God forbid, Lord! No such thing shall ever 
happen to you.” (Mt 16:22) How many of us have acted as 
Peter? Typically, we respond, “Oh, don’t think that way!” as if 
thinking positively meant ignoring hardships in life.  In truth, 
veritably, we have come to know the paradox that suffering 
births joy; the correlation of sacrifice to value.   
 
At mass, we come to see and partake in the Greatest Sacrifice, 
which equals to us the greatest demonstration of the love of 
God.  The Paschal Mystery, Christ’s life, death, and 
resurrection reveals to us that there is no end to God’s love and 
His desire for us to share in that love.  We are meant to enter 
into mass, bringing our sins and failures, our selfish hearts and 
uniting them with Christ, that in His death, we too may shed 
the wounded areas of our life, that in His Resurrection, we may 
be born again.  With that grace, God’s very life, we leave mass 
to return to family and friends renewed in our commitment to 
sacrifice and often times suffer for those we love throughout 
the week ahead. 
 
Something to Think About: For so many of our children, the 
new academic year begins a whole series of new encounters.  
Children may try a sport or a club or take a class that may 
appear too demanding.  Will our love be demonstrated in 
removing them from the difficult task or encouraging them to 
see it through?  Let us pray for God’s wisdom, that we may 
think as He does.

GUARDIAN ANGEL PARISH PRAYS  
WITH THE “ELIJAH CUP” 

Pope Benedict XVI has declared a “Year for Priests,” which 
began on the Solemnity of the Sacred Heart of Jesus on June 
19, 2009. The “Year for Priests” is intended to be a time for 
priests to be renewed in their unity with Christ and zeal in their 
ministry. It is intended to be a time for the whole Church to 
pray especially for priests – that they may be good and faithful 
in the vocation to which God has called them – and to pray for 
increase in vocations to the priesthood. 
Here at Church of the Guardian Angel, we have embarked on a 
special prayer program known as “Elijah Cup.” The purpose of 
the Elijah Cup, a consecrated chalice, is to provide a focal 
point for prayer. Each weekend at one Mass the priest will use 
the Elijah Cup as the chalice. After the Prayer after Commun-
ion, he calls a family, individual, or couple forward to receive 
the Elijah Cup. They take the cup home, putting it in a place of 
honor. Each day for a week, during prayer time (morning, bed-
time or at meals), they pray for an increase and perseverance 
of vocations.
