“You ask but do not receive, because you ask wrongly, to spend 
it on your passions. - James 4:3 
 
In today’s first reading we see, what often happens in school 
yards and workplaces: someone seems to be receiving attention 
because of his/her virtue, maybe diligence, maybe simply a 
gentle spirit.  Then there are those around, who cannot believe 
in the person’s goodness or “just[ness].”  They desire to test the 
person’s virtue.  We of course see through this as not a desire 
to authenticate the person’s virtue, but a desire to cut the 
person down to the level we see ourselves. 
 
To find out whether or not the person really is as good as they 
seem to be would only require a devotion of time to developing 
a relationship with the person.  But it is much easier to pretend 
as if we have yet to judge the person, and then put them to the 
test.  Is it really the person that we despise or the relationship 
that is inherent in goodness?  Are we jealous of what the 
person “has” in terms of the respect others may give or the 
blessings he/she seems to experience, which must be given be 
someone?  And to here do we have the root: why is God 
blessing them and not us?  Does God see us as just as special as 
this other person or not?  Once again we come to understand 
that God’s ways are not like our own.  It is God, Who knows 
our hearts and knows how we will use His blessings; He 
provides for us to our greatest benefit.  If we have yet received, 
we need only to look at what is at the heart of why we ask and 
what is God trying to communicate to us in this struggle. 
 
Something to Think About: In families instances of jealousy 
among children seem almost unavoidable.  Often time one 
child will view positive treatment of a sibling as the injustice of 
a favoring parent or parents.  Children often cannot infer as 
adults do and require a parent or parents to connect the dots for 
them.  Though we may be frustrated with our children in the 
area of discipline, an explanation now may save us from future 
headaches.

GUARDIAN ANGEL PARISH PRAYS  
WITH THE “ELIJAH CUP” 

Pope Benedict XVI has declared a “Year for Priests,” which 
began on the Solemnity of the Sacred Heart of Jesus on June 
19, 2009. The “Year for Priests” is intended to be a time for 
priests to be renewed in their unity with Christ and zeal in their 
ministry. It is intended to be a time for the whole Church to 
pray especially for priests – that they may be good and faithful 
in the vocation to which God has called them – and to pray for 
increase in vocations to the priesthood. 
Here at Church of the Guardian Angel, we have embarked on a 
special prayer program known as “Elijah Cup.” The purpose of 
the Elijah Cup, a consecrated chalice, is to provide a focal 
point for prayer. Each weekend at one Mass the priest will use 
the Elijah Cup as the chalice. After the Prayer after Commun-
ion, he calls a family, individual, or couple forward to receive 
the Elijah Cup. They take the cup home, putting it in a place of 
honor. Each day for a week, during prayer time (morning, bed-
time or at meals), they pray for an increase and perseverance 
of vocations. The following Sunday they return the Elijah Cup 
with the gifts of bread and wine at the Offertory. 
 
This weekend at the 11:30 pm Mass,  the Carr family  is pre-
senting the Elijah Cup to the Konvit family for this week’s 
prayer.  They will return it next weekend.
