“Whoever causes one of these little ones who believe in me to
sin, it would be better for him if a great millstone were put
around his neck and he were thrown into the sea.”

- Mark 9:42

There are times, when Jesus speaks in parables and appears to
be ambiguous. This is not one of those times. If we reflect on
the other readings we will see that, when we are moved by the
Spirit to do the work of the Lord, we must do the work of the
Lord. So let us reflect on our labors, where do we concentrate
most of our energy? As adolescences and teens is it in sports,
or school, or a hobby e.g. video game? As young adults, is it
work or our social life? And as adults, is it work, our family
concerns, or our status? Where does God fit in this picture, and
if He doesn’t, where do we fit in the picture of salvation?

This weekend our Confirmandis are on retreat. They are
removed from the demands, temptations, and noise of the
world, that they may, in solitude, in the silence, hear the One
voice of God. When the distractions are removed, there is
nowhere to run, we must confront ourselves in these moments,
and it is precisely for this reason, that we as a parish have
adopted the weekend retreat as the beginning of Sacramental
preparation or Confirmation. Will we as a parish support them,
leading them in the ways of faith? Will we as parents,
encourage them in their faith and provide them with the time
and opportunity to exercise and grow in that faith? When the
Confirmandis return from the retreat, will they find us moved
by the Spirit to journey with them into a deeper faith, or will
they find us fit for a millstone?

Something to Think About: Parents, in the constitution of the
Church and the baptismal call are the first or primary faith
formation. This is not an easy undertaking. Action and
attitude can either reinforce or undercut our words. If our
children were to be asked if we took our faith seriously, how
would they respond?

GUARDIAN ANGEL PARISH PRAYS
WITH THE “ELIJAH CUP”

Pope Benedict XVI has declared a “Year for Priests,” which
began on the Solemnity of the Sacred Heart of Jesus on June
19, 2009. The “Year for Priests” is intended to be a time for
priests to be renewed in their unity with Christ and zeal in their
ministry. It is intended to be a time for the whole Church to
pray especially for priests — that they may be good and faithful
in the vocation to which God has called them — and to pray for
increase in vocations to the priesthood.

Here at Church of the Guardian Angel, we have embarked on a
special prayer program known as “Elijah Cup.” The purpose of
the Elijah Cup, a consecrated chalice, is to provide a focal
point for prayer. Each weekend at one Mass the priest will use
the Elijah Cup as the chalice. After the Prayer after Commun-
ion, he calls a family, individual, or couple forward to receive
the Elijah Cup. They take the cup home, putting it in a place of
honor. Each day for a week, during prayer time (morning, bed-
time or at meals), they pray for an increase and perseverance
of vocations. The following Sunday they return the Elijah Cup
with the gifts of bread and wine at the Offertory.
