“Therefore what God has joined together, no human being 
must separate…Whoever divorces his wife and marries another 
commits adultery against her; and if she divorces her husband 
and marries another, she commits adultery.” 
    - Mark 10:9,11-12 
 
Two hard messages in a row - Mark is the shortest of the four 
Gospels.  It is believed to have been written first, in a just-the-
facts manner with the idea that Jesus was returning soon.  This 
is not a passage that is debated as to whether or not it was said; 
it is mentioned in three of the Gospels, twice in Matthew.  The 
readings at mass run in a three-year cycle.  It is interesting that 
this reading would be presented during a time, when the state is 
pressing its own definition of marriage on society.   
 
If we take a step back to look at trends, we can see an erosion 
of the sanctity of marriage to the point, where its original 
understanding is so foreign, that the idea of redefinition is 
possible.  But what is the effect?  If marriage, as the Church 
teaches is a revelation of the divine mystery of the Trinity, a 
cooperation with God in creation, than what becomes of future 
generations, who seek to find themselves, when they can no 
longer understand that they are made in the divine image and 
likeness of God; that their sexual function and expression 
reveal the sacrificial nature of communion.   
 
If we allow society to devalue sacrifice it can never know what 
it is to be one, to be in communion, to be joined together, any 
artificial coming together than can be defined as union.  God’s 
ways are not man’s ways, but man’s ways cannot function 
outside of God’s Way. We only too obviously feel the weight 
of decades of self-serving living.  The lack of sacrifice and 
sanctity has yielded a divorce rate so high, it makes marriage 
seem marginal, and if marriage is marginal and not the way it 
was In the beginning than why not extend it to anyone or 
anything or any number of persons?  If we know our 
beginnings, we can come to know, who we are; we are not left 
to be a lost generation, roaming, groping, and groaning for true 
definition.  True definition not only makes sense to the 
intellect, but reaffirms the whole person; it makes sense, 
physically, emotionally, and spiritually.   
 
Something to Think About: The Church recognizes parents as 
the first of teachers.  A child’s education cannot be left solely 
to a school, but formed in the witness of parents.  Time must be 
made, not just for us to observe our children in sports and 
recreation, but for them to observe us.  How do your children 
observe you in the faith?  What are they learning?

GUARDIAN ANGEL PARISH PRAYS  
WITH THE “ELIJAH CUP” 

 
Pope Benedict XVI has declared a “Year for Priests,” which 
began on the Solemnity of the Sacred Heart of Jesus on June 
19, 2009. The “Year for Priests” is intended to be a time for 
priests to be renewed in their unity with Christ and zeal in 
their ministry. It is intended to be a time for the whole 
Church to pray especially for priests – that they may be good 
and faithful in the vocation to which God has called them – 
and to pray for increase in vocations to the priesthood. 
Here at Church of the Guardian Angel, we have embarked on 
a special prayer program known as “Elijah Cup.” The pur-
pose of the Elijah Cup, a consecrated chalice, is to provide a 
focal point for prayer. Each weekend at one Mass the priest 
will use the Elijah Cup as the chalice. After the Prayer after 
Communion, he calls a family, individual, or couple forward 
to receive the Elijah Cup. They take the cup home, putting it 
in a place of honor. Each day for a week, during prayer time 
(morning, bedtime or at meals), they pray for an increase and 
perseverance of vocations. The following Sunday they return 
the Elijah Cup with the gifts of bread and wine at the Offer-
tory. 
 
This weekend at the 5:30 pm Mass,  the Murray family  is 
presenting the Elijah Cup to the Bennewitz family for this 
week’s prayer.  They will return it next weekend.
