CONGRATULATIONS TO PARISHIONER MIKE SIMMEL
The United States Junior Chamber of Commerce (Jaycees)
honored Guardian Angel parishioner Michael Simmel 31,
of Allendale as one of the 2009 Ten Outstanding Young
Americans. The presentation of the 71% annual awards
ceremony was held in September in Orlando.

A professional show basketball player with the Harlem
Wizards, and a featured performer at NBA and college
halftime shows, college camps, and school assemblies
throughout the country, Simmel performs in front of
millions of people all across North America, and is one of
3,000,000 Americans living with epilepsy.

Michael was received into the Catholic Church and
Confirmed here at Guardian Angel parish through the rites
of Christian Initiation of Adults in 2006.

A graduate of Don Bosco Prep High School in Ramsey,
Mike donates his time and talents encouraging and
advocating for people, especially children, who have other
disabilities in addition to epilepsy. He has lectured and
performed at Professional and Collegiate halftime shows as
well over 450 national and local basketball camps. In
addition to his role as a principal dribbler with the Wizards,
Simmel serves as a national spokesperson for epilepsy
awareness. In 2005, Mike started his own non-profit
foundation, The Bounce out the Stigma Project. Its mission
is to empower young people, educate the public, and help
remove stigmas associated with special needs young
people. The Project will have its first Nets night at the NJ
Meadowlands this December.

His Mighty Mike Summer Basketball camps in New Jersey
for children with special needs, are highly successful, and
are in full partnership with the Epilepsy Foundation of New
Jersey. In 2007, at a pre-game ceremony at Yankee
Stadium, he was a recipient of the Maxwell J. Schleifer
Distinguished Service Award by Exceptional Parent
Magazine for his contributions to the special needs
community.

“Jesus said to them, ‘You do not know what you are asking.
Can you drink the cup that I drink or be baptized with the
baptism with which I am baptized?" They said to him, ‘We
can.’ Jesus said to them, ‘The cup that I drink, you will
drink, and with the baptism with which I am baptized, you
will be baptized’” - Mark 10:38-39

Last week our confirmandis focused on the image of water
and the sacrament of baptism; this past week, the teens
focused on the image of candles and the title of Christ as our
Light. How does Christ illuminate our lives, how does
living in a relationship with Jesus transform all of our
relationships? From the moment we baptize our children as
infants, the Holy Spirit is with them, speaking to their
hearts, inviting them to come to know God deeply. In the
Sacrament of Confirmation, the candidates claim as James
and John do in our Gospel today, that they are willing to
drink the cup that Christ drinks, and be baptized as He was
baptized. But just as with James and John, when we consent
to a relationship with God, He will not transform us into our
image of greatness, but reform us to the greatness that has
been meant for us all along.

Though our sins dis-members us, removes and isolates us
from God and one another, the sacraments, Confession and
Sunday Eucharist, re-member us, drawing us back together
as family and friends, drawing us back into the life of the
Trinity, that we may live in the radiantly. But living in the
baptismal call means we will have to drink the cup that
Jesus drinks. We will have to make up and suffer for one
another. In our daily sacrifice for one another the dross of
sin is burned away in the fire of God’s love; we are refined
in God the Holy Spirit.

Something to Think About: The sponge-like trait of children
is amazing. Because we are rational, even from an early
age, we begin to categorize what we see. Quickly children
are able to see priorities based on sacrifice. What is
paramount depends on what is stable and what must change
to accommodate it. An interesting question to pose is: What
do you think is most important to dad or mom or us?

GUARDIAN ANGEL PARISH PRAYS
WITH THE “ELIJAH CUP”

Pope Benedict XVI has declared a “Year for Priests,” which
began on the Solemnity of the Sacred Heart of Jesus on June
19, 2009. The “Year for Priests” is intended to be a time for
priests to be renewed in their unity with Christ and zeal in their
ministry. It is intended to be a time for the whole Church to
pray especially for priests — that they may be good and faithful
in the vocation to which God has called them — and to pray for
increase in vocations to the priesthood.

Here at Church of the Guardian Angel, we have embarked on a
special prayer program known as “Elijah Cup.” The purpose of
the Elijah Cup, a consecrated chalice, is to provide a focal
point for prayer. Each weekend at one Mass the priest will use
the Elijah Cup as the chalice. After the Prayer after
Communion, he calls a family, individual, or couple forward
to receive the Elijah Cup. They take the cup home, putting it in
a place of honor. Each day for a week, during prayer time
(morning, bedtime or at meals), they pray for an increase and
perseverance of vocations. The following Sunday they return
the Elijah Cup with the gifts of bread and wine at the
Offertory.

This weekend at the 5:30 pm Mass, the Brown family is
presenting the Elijah Cup to the Ed & Mary O’Flaghery for
this week’s prayer. They will return it next weekend.
