“Every high priest is taken from among men and made their 
representative before God, to offer gifts and sacrifices for 
sins. He is able to deal patiently with the ignorant and 
erring, for he himself is beset by weakness and so, for this 
reason, must make sin offerings for himself as well as for 
the people. No one takes this honor upon himself but only 
when called by God, just as Aaron was.”- Hebrews 5:1–4 
 
The third week of Confirmation classes focused on the 
Trinitarian blessing, Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.  I was 
blessed to be with one of the groups as they discussed the 
ritual of laying on of hands.  I shared with them our priestly, 
apostolic tradition noting that our faith is unique in its 
ability to trace back, through the laying on of hands, the 
succession of bishops, dating back to the original apostles, 
who received the laying on of hands from the very hands of 
God, Jesus Christ.   
 
In our present age, hierarchy can leave a bad taste in 
people’s mouths, but today’s reading from Hebrews reminds 
us of the Call.  Our Church does not name its priests through 
election by its people, but receives them through the 
appointment of God, Who calls out and patiently waits for 
the response.  And in this age, the very Call itself seems to 
be discouraged.  If no one responds to the call, then who 
will offer the sacrifices, who will serve the people in our 
need?  In another group, this past Tuesday, one of the teens 
inquired, how do we know when God is speaking to us?  
The catechist explained that it is by the Spirit, Who 
advocates for us, Who assists us.  We can find that 
assistance in family and friends.  We must live in the Spirit, 
we must live our faith, exercise the sacraments, especially 
Sunday Eucharist and Reconciliation, so that we can turn 
our children’s ears to the Lord, when He speaks, and turn 
their eyes to the Lord that they may “see” His active 
presence in their lives.   
 
Something to Think About: Another great tradition along the 
lines of laying on of hands is praying over one another.  At 
mass there are times, when Fr. Charlie asks us to extend our 
hands in blessing over specific parishioners.  As parents, 
siblings, and friends, we can lay our hands on one another in 
the intimacy of prayer.  I have spoken with people, who can 
vividly recall their parent(s) laying hands on them in prayer.  
What a terrific tradition to pass on or embark!

GUARDIAN ANGEL PARISH PRAYS  
WITH THE “ELIJAH CUP” 

 
 Pope Benedict XVI has declared a “Year for Priests,” 
which began on the Solemnity of the Sacred Heart of Jesus on 
June 19, 2009. The “Year for Priests” is intended to be a time 
for priests to be renewed in their unity with Christ and zeal in 
their ministry. It is intended to be a time for the whole Church 
to pray especially for priests – that they may be good and 
faithful in the vocation to which God has called them – and to 
pray for increase in vocations to the priesthood. 
Here at Church of the Guardian Angel, we have embarked on a 
special prayer program known as “Elijah Cup.” The purpose of 
the Elijah Cup, a consecrated chalice, is to provide a focal 
point for prayer. Each weekend at one Mass the priest will use 
the Elijah Cup as the chalice. After the Prayer after 
Communion, he calls a family, individual, or couple forward 
to receive the Elijah Cup. They take the cup home, putting it in 
a place of honor. Each day for a week, during prayer time 
(morning, bedtime or at meals), they pray for an increase and 
perseverance of vocations. The following Sunday they return 
the Elijah Cup with the gifts of bread and wine at the 
Offertory. 
 This weekend at the 5:30 pm Mass,  Ed & Mary 
O’Flaghery  are  presenting the Elijah Cup to the Branigan 
family for this week’s prayer.  They will return it next 
weekend.
