This past Tuesday the Confirmation candidates were
introduced to a catechesis on the Holy Spirit, the Third Person
of the Trinity, Perfect Love. When read Jesus' prayer at the last
supper, encouraging His disciples, Jesus told them the world
would not accept them, because it does not know the Holy
Spirit, but the Spirit is with them. Jesus encouraged them,
knowing that when He died, they may feel alone, abandoned,
“orphaned,” but He promised He would not leave them, that
they would have His Holy Spirit in their times of struggle and
joy. In our times of struggle, can we turn our attention to the
Lord? These are the times, when we need love more than ever.

Something to Think About: God is love; the Holy Spirit is
that perfect love that is life-giving. Love is active. Plan with
your family, but on an individual basis, to do one loving act for
someone else this week and for yourselves. It can end up being
a great topic of conversation to end a long week.

Abortion rights groups and their allies in
Congress are promoting a radical bill called the “Freedom
of Choice Act” (FOCA). If this extreme measure is
enacted, widely supported and constitutionally sound
abortion regulations will be knocked down nationwide.

If passed into law, FOCA will impose upon the
entire country an abortion regime far worse than
anything brought on by Roe v. Wade, the Supreme Court
decision that legalized abortion. And the current level of
1.1 million abortions a year will go up, not down.
