“Beloved: See what love the Father has bestowed on us that
we may be called the children of God. Yet so we are. The
reason the world does not know us is that it did not know
him. Beloved, we are God'’s children now”

- 1John 3:1-2a

On this Solemnity of All Saints, I wonder if at times we
truly believe the words of the second reading. Can we see
ourselves as children of God, not in the future, but now?
When I meet with the Confirmandis and their parents to
begin the year of preparation I share with them that they are
saints now, that by our baptism we have died to ourselves
and been born into the eternal life of God. And so we are
called to live our sainthood, our holiness now. But how do
we do that? During the past week, our young people, who
are preparing to celebrate Confirmation reflected on the
Gifts of the Holy Spirit, how they are using those gifts in
their daily lives. This is important for all Catholics to bring
to reflection, the gifts that we share is a share in this
communion of saints. We are asked to reflect on the Saints,
who proceed us, to see how they used their gifts, to see how
they took on the attitude of a person, who has, as the
beatitude tell us over and over, has achieved heaven. Have
we claimed the beatitudes, have they changed how we
behave and who we are in this communion of saints?

This week, the Confirmandis will be reflecting on the
meaning of being anointed and set aside for God’s service in
today’s world. We can join them by reflecting on our own
anointing in Baptism and Confirmation and examining our
response to being set apart by that anointing.

Something to Think About: Think about what distinguishes
you from any other Christian or even someone from a non-
Christian religion. Jot a few down and ask your children
what they think some of those may be and then share your
answers. Commonalities and differences help us to see more
clearly, who we are. As teens, having a good sense of who
you are often helps you from accidentally falling into false
images of who others tell you you should be.

GUARDIAN ANGEL PARISH PRAYS
WITH THE “ELIJAH CUP”

Pope Benedict XVI has declared a “Year for Priests,”

which began on the Solemnity of the Sacred Heart of Jesus on
June 19, 2009. The “Year for Priests” is intended to be a time
for priests to be renewed in their unity with Christ and zeal in
their ministry. It is intended to be a time for the whole Church
to pray especially for priests — that they may be good and
faithful in the vocation to which God has called them — and to
pray for increase in vocations to the priesthood.
Here at Church of the Guardian Angel, we have embarked on a
special prayer program known as “Elijah Cup.” The purpose of
the Elijah Cup, a consecrated chalice, is to provide a focal
point for prayer. Each weekend at one Mass the priest will use
the Elijah Cup as the chalice. After the Prayer after
Communion, he calls a family, individual, or couple forward
to receive the Elijah Cup. They take the cup home, putting it in
a place of honor. Each day for a week, during prayer time
(morning, bedtime or at meals), they pray for an increase and
perseverance of vocations. The following Sunday they return
the Elijah Cup with the gifts of bread and wine at the
Offertory.

This weekend at the 10:00 am Mass, the Branigan
family is presenting the Elijah Cup to the Kathie and Stan
Brach for this week’s prayer. They will return it next
weekend.
