“Elijah said to her, “Do not be afraid. Go and do as you propose. But 
first make me a little cake and bring it to me.  Then you can prepare 
something for yourself and your son. For the LORD, the God of Israel, 
says, “The jar of flour shall not go empty, nor the jug of oil run dry, 
until the day when the LORD sends rain upon the earth.’” 
    - 1 Kings 17:13-14 
 
This past week in our reflection of “anointing” the 
confirmandis heard from the Prophet Isaiah, “The spirit of the 
Lord GOD is upon me, because the LORD has anointed me; 
He has sent me to bring glad tidings to the lowly, to heal the 
brokenhearted, To proclaim liberty to the captives and release 
to the prisoners, To announce a year of favor from the LORD 
and a day of vindication by our God, to comfort all who 
mourn.” They discussed what it means allow the Spirit of the 
Lord to come upon us, to be confirmed.  Sadly for many, 
Confirmation is viewed as a static event: the Spirit of the Lord 
is upon us, and we do nothing.  We have a party to celebrate 
us; never reflecting on the commissioning aspect of the 
anointing.   
 Confirmation is meant to be dynamic.  In receiving 
the Sacrament, the Gifts of the Spirit forces us out of ourselves 
to bring real relief to people.  The Spirit can make us more 
aware of the needs of those around us, and the realities of our 
surrounding, whether it is the anxiety of hunger or the 
exemplar of charity, if we have faith, the Gifts of the Spirit will 
allow propel us into a dynamism that is life to the full, the Life 
of Christ.   
 Our parish has been blessed to have candidates and 
candidates with their families experience this dynamism 
through Confirmation.  I am always inspired by their witness.  
Though they are not among the majority, their offering is 
similar to that of the widow in today’s Gospel, and offering 
that becomes the very life of the Church. 
 During the week, our young people who are preparing 
to celebrate Confirmation will be reflecting on their call to 
holiness and the role of the Holy Spirit as Sanctifier. Join them 
by reflecting on your own call to holiness and the witness of 
holiness you see in others. 
 
Something to Think About: When we point out things to our 
children, many times it is with the hope that eventually, we will 
not need to point it out to them any longer, they will already be 
aware of it, because they seek it.  The same holds true for 
holiness.  If we point out and applaud the holiness of others to 
our children, they will become aware of it and strive for it.

GUARDIAN ANGEL PARISH PRAYS  
WITH THE “ELIJAH CUP” 

 
 Pope Benedict XVI has declared a “Year for Priests,” 
which began on the Solemnity of the Sacred Heart of Jesus on 
June 19, 2009. The “Year for Priests” is intended to be a time 
for priests to be renewed in their unity with Christ and zeal in 
their ministry. It is intended to be a time for the whole Church 
to pray especially for priests – that they may be good and 
faithful in the vocation to which God has called them – and to 
pray for increase in vocations to the priesthood. 
Here at Church of the Guardian Angel, we have embarked on a 
special prayer program known as “Elijah Cup.” The purpose of 
the Elijah Cup, a consecrated chalice, is to provide a focal 
point for prayer. Each weekend at one Mass the priest will use 
the Elijah Cup as the chalice. After the Prayer after 
Communion, he calls a family, individual, or couple forward 
to receive the Elijah Cup. They take the cup home, putting it in 
a place of honor. Each day for a week, during prayer time 
(morning, bedtime or at meals), they pray for an increase and 
perseverance of vocations. The following Sunday they return 
the Elijah Cup with the gifts of bread and wine at the 
Offertory. 
 This weekend at the 5:30 pm  Mass,  the Kathie and 
Stan Brach family is presenting the Elijah Cup to Gerry and 
Anna DelGatto  for this week’s prayer.  They will return it 
next weekend.
