£ Thanksgiving Day
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Thanksgiving Day may be observed with a special
Mass at Catholic churches throughout the United
States of America. The day is a secular holiday with
strong religious roots. This day implies that there is
a God, that God is provident, that we recognize
what God has done, that we can address God about
our blessings, and that the best thing we can say is
“Thanks.”

The United States Conference of Catholic
Bishops includes this day on the liturgical calendar
for the country as an optional memorial. Parishes
are therefore not obliged to observe it. They may
celebrate whatever weekday Mass would otherwise
fall on that day this year. But most parishes choose
to make this a special Mass of thanksgiving. If
anyone knows how to give thanks to God, the
church should know how to do it best. The very
word eucharist means “thanksgiving.” There is no
more fitting way to celebrate this feast than to join
prayer at the table of the Lord.

The sacramentary offers a set of prayers
that the priest may use for a Thanksgiving Day
Mass, including a special preface to open the
Eucharistic prayer. Reading may be taken from the
lectionary’s Mass “In Thanksgiving to God.” There
are several choices here, so the readings you hear
may change from year to year .

Some churches observe other customs.
There may be a food collection at Mass so that those
who have trouble paying for groceries will benefit
from the generosity of the faithful. Or parishes
might invite you to bring some of the food you will
eat at your own table this day. In that case, you
may hear the Blessing of Food on Thanksgiving Day
from the Book of Blessings.

PRESENTATION:

“10 Top Insights of St. Paul
for Catholic Spirituality”

This year has been designated as the “Year of St. Paul,” and
this Advent we are offering a special presentation. We will
meet at the rectory on Wednesday December 3™ at 7:30 p.m.
for “Ten Top Insights of St. Paul for Catholic Spirituality.”
Our speaker is Rev. Lawrence Boadt, CSP, President and
Publisher of the Paulist Press in Mahwah.

We often hear from St. Paul’s letters during the
Second Reading at Mass, as we will frequently this Advent.
Here’s a great way to keep a faith-filled focus on this holy
season. Father Boadt is an internationally recognized Scripture
scholar, and has been an occasional assistant here at the church
of the Guardian Angel.

Father Boadt was born and raised in Los Angeles and
finished his college education with the Paulist Fathers in
Washington, D.C. He was ordained a priest in 1969. His
degrees include an M.A. in Religious Studies from St. Paul's
College, Washington, D.C.; an L.S.T. and M. A. in Semitic
Languages from the Catholic University of America (1970,
1972); and a Licentiate and Doctorate in Sacred Scripture from
the Pontifical Biblical Institute in Rome, Italy (1974, 1976).

He has taught in the Theology Department at
Fordham University and at St. John's University and was
professor of Biblical Studies at the Washington Theological
Union.

He is the author of several books, including Reading
the Old Testament: An Introduction (Paulist Press, 1985); and
a commentary on the Wisdom Literature and Book of Proverbs
(Old Testament Reading Guide; Liturgical Press, 1988). He
served as editor for the volume, Why I Am a Priest (Paulist
Press, 2000).

Other major scholarly publications include the
commentary on "Ezekiel" for the NEW JEROME BIBLICAL
COMMENTARY (1990); "Divine Wonders Never Cease: The
Birth of Moses in God's Plan of Exodus," Preaching Biblical
Texts (Eerdmans, 1995); and articles on Hebrew Poetry and
Prophetic Texts in various books and such scholarly journals.

Father Boadt is editor-in-chief of Theological
Inquiries, a theological monograph series for Paulist Press and
is summer program coordinator for the Tantur Ecumenical
Institute in Jerusalem. He has served as editor of The Catholic
World; publishing editor of the Catholic Biblical Quarterly;
and past president of the Catholic Biblical Association of
America. He is chair of the Board of Trustees of the Education
for Parish Service Institute in Washington, D.C.
