First Reconciliation 
 
On Saturday December 6, forty two of our Religious 
Education students will receive the Sacrament of 
Reconciliation for the first time.  The children have been 
preparing for this for several weeks.  They have learned 
the Ten Commandments which will help each of them to 
examine their conscience.  They have also learned the 
Act of Sorrow. They and their families will gather in the 
church at either 11:00 or 1:00 for a Reconciliation 
Service which has been prepared especially for them.  
Several priests from neighboring parishes will be on 
hand to hear the confessions of the students and their 
families.  Please pray for the children as they continue 
the faith journey that they began at Baptism. 
 

Additional Advent Reconciliation Services 
 
Every year the Religious Education Office arranges for 
all of the students to attend a Reconciliation Service 
during Advent and again during Lent.  Each service is 
specifically prepared for a particular age group.  This 
year the schedule for the Religious Education Advent 
Reconciliation Services is: 
 
Tuesday December 2 7:30 PM Grades 6 & 7 
Tuesday December 9 3:30 PM Grades 3, 4 & 5 
Tuesday December 9 7:30 PM Grades 8 & 9 
 
While this is a requirement for the students as part of 
their Religious Education program, it is hoped that 
regular participation in the sacrament of Reconciliation 
will become a habit long after they have completed their 
formal Religious Education.  Families of the students as 
well as any other parishioners are welcome to join in 
these gatherings.  There will be priests from neighboring 
parishes on hand to hear confessions at these times.
