A Doctor of the Church. His 
teaching of the Catholic 
Faith was simple and re-
sounding. The most unedu-
cated could understand it. 
St. Anthony of Padua 
wanted to profess the Catho-
lic Faith with his mind and 
heart at every moment and 
when people would not listen 
to him he would then go out 
and preach to the fishes. Not 

to instruct the fishes, but rather 
for the glory of God, the delight 
of the angels, and the easing of 
his own heart. He became ill  and 
died on June 13,1231 at the age 
of thirty- six. 
He was de-
clared a saint 
less than one 
year after his 
death.
