Knights of Columbus:  The local chapter of the Knights supports St. Ann and Our Lady in its mission and various 

projects.  Admission is open to all qualified Catholic men.   

 

Loaves and Fishes:  St. Ann supports this local soup kitchen and transitional housing outreach, both by our financial 

contributions and by providing volunteers.   

 

Our Lady of Assumption Mission Liaison: All outreach efforts between St. Ann and Our Lady of  Assumption 

Mission are coordinated with the assistance of the liaison. 

 

People4People 5k Run/Walk: Yearly fall event to raise funds for local and international charities. 

 

Rosary Guild:  This outreach works with the Legion of Mary to provide rosaries to the sacramental classes.  New 

members are needed.  Training provided. 

 

Transportation:  Assists those in need of transportation to parish activities or to an occasional medical or other 

appointment.   

 

Navajo Mission:  Provides both financial and human assistance to our Mission in Klagetoh, AR through fund raising 

drives held during the Lenten season at Mass and through our Sunday School and Life Teen Programs. 

 

Ronald McDonald House:  Volunteers who work at Sacred Heart Ronald McDonald home and help with fund raising 

events on behalf of the home. 
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Budget/Diocese:  Annual budget preparation and review of the monthly financial statements.  

 

Facilities Management:  Assistance from professionals with construction expertise is needed to inspect all the campus 

buildings and make recommendations for maintenance.

Sunday School-K4 - Grade 6 - This ministry is a wonderful way to share your gift  

of faith with our children. Catechists and assistants are always welcomed. 

 

Catechist : Sunday School Catechists for K4 through grade 6. Catechists share their gift of faith with the children of 

our parish for 35 sessions during the school year.  

 

Catechist Aide: Assist our Catechist in the classroom weekly. 

 

Catechist Substitute: Sunday School Catechists Substitute for K4 through grade 6.  

 

Sunday School Office Asst.: Helps with various light office duties while Sunday School is in session. 

 

Teen Classroom/Office Aides: Help our program be as effective and enjoyable for our children as possible.  

 

Eucharist and Confirmation Reception: These yearly events assist in the celebration given for our children and 

young adults as they receive their Sacraments of Initiation. Volunteers are needed to organize and assist. 

 

Vacation Bible School: One week Summer Program, including music, crafts, games, snack preparation, decorations, 

and  Group Leaders. Hours 9 am - Noon, Children Ages 5 to 5th grade. 

 

Adult Faith Formation - Program is scheduled according to needs parish. Training is provided for facilitators. 
 

Women’s Study Group: Unites women through prayer and study of the Scripture Follow school calendar. 

 

Scripture from Scratch:  Sunday group meets year round to reflect on The Word. 

 

Sacraments of Initiation -  Provides sacramental catechesis through special training  

sessions and retreats for all receiving the sacraments of initiation. 

 

Confirmation Team: Meets for 10 weeks with our Confirmation candidates providing sacramental catechesis through 

special training sessions and retreats.  

 

RCIA Team: (Rite of Christian Initiation for Adults) Prayer partners, catechists, and group leaders work with the 

Director of Faith Formation in the implementation of the RCIA program. 

 

Sacramental/RCIA Sponsor: Assist by sharing your faith with others in their conversion journey.

Counseling Ministry: A qualified parishioner oversees the efforts of  the support group. 

 

Grief Support:  Individuals who are going through the grieving process participate in a peer support group with the 

guidance of a qualified facilitator. 

 

Divorced/Separated/Grief Support Ministry:  Support, friendship, healing and understanding at a time of family 

disorganization and personal sorrow.   

     

Family Honor Gulf Coast: Family-centered chastity education to our youth with a Christian focus on the God-given 

sexuality of humans.  Training and screening required. 

 

Parish Nurse:  Provides prevention/screening programs and home visits.  All physicians, RN’s, and LPN’s that meet 

licensing requirements are welcomed. 

 

Pro-Life Committee: Promotes reverence for life in all stages and advocates pro-life values in all aspects of parish life.   

 

Seniors:  Fellowship and socializing for planned events.  New members and leadership are welcomed. 

 

Fun Bunch:  Interdenominational senior group that meets at St. Ann monthly for lunch and bingo. 

 

Singles Ministry:  Leadership and ideas to meet the needs of singles in our parish. 

 

Sports - Adults: Community participation by sponsoring adult sports teams.  Membership is limited to ages 15 to 100!   

 

Young Family:  Plan Family events and young children activities at Parish events. 

 

Legion of Mary:  Members promote devotion to the Blessed Virgin and her rosary, make and distribute the rosary, and 

assist in visits to the sick and shut-ins.

Altar Servers: Assisting at the altar. Open for boys and girls in grades 4 through high school.   

 

Devoted Designers:  Plans the designs for the altar, sanctuary, narthex and our parish hall.  This ministry is 

occasional, but most valued during the Christmas and Easter Season. 

 

Eucharistic Ministers:  Candidates for this most holy ministry of sharing the Eucharist are always needed.  

Screening and training required; preferred scheduling is available. 

 

Lectors:  These ministers proclaim the Word of God during Mass and lead the Prayers of the Faithful.  Training is 

required and preferred scheduling is available. 

 

Sacristans:  Care for the altar, vestments, and other items necessary for the celebration of the Mass.   

 

Ushers: Provide help and hospitality to all who enter the church. Assist with the offertory and general security.   

 

Greeters: Welcome all who come through our church doors to celebrate the Liturgy .  Preferred scheduling available.  

 

Adult Choirs/Ensembles: This music ministry for 7th grade through adult encompasses all weekend Masses.  They 

are also needed at special sacramental liturgies, funerals, and other special events. 

 

Children’s Choir: Children K through 6th grade participate in learning the music for the Mass and other special 

events throughout the year.  Rehearsals are held after religious education class on Sunday. 

 

Cantors/Directors:  Adults interested in leading the congregation in worship. Assisting/training available. 

 

Choir Instrumentalist:  Varies level of skill of a vast array of instruments welcomed 

 

Sound Engineer: These volunteers assist the sound engineer to insure sound quality at liturgical celebrations.  

 

Community of Praise:  This mission of this prayer group is to be a means of prayer and evangelization for the 

parish.    They coordinate our ever important Prayer Chain. 

 

Eucharistic Adoration:  The exposition of the Blessed Sacrament is a life-giving ministry for St. Ann.  Consider 

signing up for one hour on Tuesdays for some quiet time with Jesus. 

 

Butterfly Gardeners: Work with this talented group of gardeners who find spiritual fulfillment in cultivating a 

prayerful oasis for their fellow parishioners and visitors.
