Volunteers 

are needed as counselors, and to work in the local Thrift Shop and the Good Samaritan Clinic 

 

Legion of Mary:  Members promote devotion to the Blessed Virgin and her rosary, make and distribute 

the rosary, and assist in visits to the sick and shut-ins. 

 

Junior Legion of Mary:  This branch of the Legion focuses on youth.

Rosary Guild:  This outreach works with the Legion of Mary to provide rosaries to the sacramental 

classes.  New members are needed.  Training provided. 

 

Transportation:  This ministry assists those in need of transportation to parish activities or to an  

occasional medical or other appointment.  Qualified drivers are always needed.

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WORSHIP COMMISSION 

Liturgy Committee Ministries  

Altar Servers: Assisting at the altar is a privilege open for boys and girls in grades 4 through high 

school.  Adult coordination of this group is also needed. 

 

Devoted Designers:  This talented group plans the designs for the altar, sanctuary, narthex and our  

parish hall.  This ministry is occasional, but most valued during the Christmas and Easter Season. 

 

Eucharistic Ministers:  Candidates for this most holy ministry of sharing the Eucharist are always 

needed.  Screening and training required; preferred scheduling is available. 

 

Shut-In Ministers:  These ministers carry the Eucharist to those who are homebound, hospitalized or 

confined in a nursing home.  Screening and training required. 

 

Lectors:  These ministers proclaim the Word of God during Mass and lead the Prayers of the Faithful.  

Training is required and preferred scheduling is available. 

 

Sacristans:  Care for the altar, vestments, and other items necessary for the celebration of the Mass  

is the responsibility of this vital ministry.  Your valuable help is needed. 

 

Ushers:  Our ushers provide help and hospitality to all who enter the church.  They assist with the  

offertory and general security.  Volunteer for as little as a few hours per month. 

 

Greeters:  Join us as we joyfully welcome all who come through our church doors to celebrate the  

Liturgy with us.  Preferred scheduling available and a smile a necessity. 

 

Music Department Ministries 

Adult Choirs/Ensembles: This music ministry for 7th grade through adult encompasses all weekend 

Masses.  They are also needed at special sacramental liturgies, funerals, and other special events. 

 

Children’s Choir/Wee Choir: Children K through 6th grade participate in learning the music for the 

Mass and other special events throughout the year.  Weekly practice is required. 

 

Cantors/Directors:  Adults interested in leading the congregation in worship and /or leading the choir
