Dale Hansen is single, and lives with his 
mom Jackie. His father died five years ago. 
He has an older brother and a younger 
sister who both live in Virginia. Dale has 
been a paramedic for 25 years, and now 
uses that experience in marketing and sales 
for LifeCare, creating service contracts 
with hospitals and nursing homes. Dale’s 
been a member of OLV for just over two 
years, but has quickly gotten involved in 
several areas of parish life. He said, “Our 
Catholic heritage calls us to life and to 
serve. Within our community Christ calls 
us to love one another, and that means to 
serve that community and be an example.” 
Soon after coming to OLV, Dale was 
invited to be a facilitator for the 10th grade 
PSR team. He said, “I thought it would be 
one year. It is now going on 3 years. The 

connection with the students is an exercise in being open to the Holy Spirit (which the 
team does). It opened my heart and my brain through prayer and class preparation. This 
opportunity opened other avenues of service.” Next year Dale will move to the PSR 11th 
grade Confirmation team. Another avenue of service he’s gotten involved with is helping 
at the St. John the Baptist Hot Meals program. Two years ago, Dale saw a need for our 
parish flower beds to get some TLC. He organized the Garden Keepers, and now has a 
group of 14 adults and youth who help keep the grounds looking much nicer. This 
weekend, Dale begins a new ministry as a Lector & Commentator at the 5:00 Mass, and 
said he felt honored to proclaim God’s Word to the people. He also plans to lend his 
voice to the 9:00 choir, so his weekends will be filled with service at OLV. Parish 
activities that have special meaning for him are Eucharistic Adoration and the devotions 
to Our Lady of Victory. Dale said, “In humility, at the end of my days, when I have to 
account for how I have lived my life, I want to show that I loved enough, I had a pure 
heart, and I followed Christ’s commandments. Through that engagement, we push each 
other to be better and move toward what is holy. Is it always perfect? No! But service 
refocuses those ends.”
